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EPHESIANS 2:19-21 

On Saturday February 7th at 7:00 PM Cornerstone will once again but the technology God has given us to use 

in reaching out to our community with the saving love of God in Christ Jesus. This time itôs with the new 

movie Fireproof, from Sherwood Baptist Church and Provident Films. This film, starring Kirk Cameron (child 

star of the 80ôs sitcom Growing Pains and more recently of the Left Behind films), illustrates the challenges 

marriage faces in our current culture and Godôs power to change relationships by changing hearts. 

 

Cornerstone, there is tremendous ministry potential here and you need to make the most of this movie. Iôll give 

you four reasons why you shouldnôt dismiss or ignore this opportunity, even if movies are generally ñnot your 

thing.ò  

 

First, the movie illustrates a truth the apostle Paul so keenly understood: it takes the power and love of God to 

make any relationship truly work, especially marriage. When Paul wrote to the Philippians (1:8) he expressed 

his love for them in terms of Christôs love in his own heart. He said, ñFor God is my witness, how I yearn for 

you all with the affection of Christ Jesus.ò The perfect love of Christ perfects our love for others and allows 

that love to reach its full life-changing, God honoring, Christ exalting potential. And isnôt that what we all 

want, as followers of Jesus? The film provides an inspiring picture of Christôs life changing love at work, as 

well as an invitation to enter into that love ourselves. 

 

The second reason you should make the most of this film comes from the reality of our daily lives. Marriage is 

hard work, but there are resources to make the effort more fruitful. The author of Hebrews reminds us that life 

follows certain God ordained spiritual laws. One of those laws is the law of inertia as described by Sir Isaac 

Newton: "A body persists in its state of rest or of uniform motion unless acted upon by an external unbalanced 

force." A bowling ball will keep rolling forever at the same speed if no other outside force is applied to it. 

However, we all know that the world is full of forces and influences that act in opposition, not only to rolling

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everything without complaining or 

arguing, so that you may become 

blameless and pure, children of 

God without fault in a crooked and 

depraved generation, in which you 

shine like stars in the universe as 

you hold out the word of lifeðin 

order that I may boast on the day of 

Christ that I did not run or labor for 

nothing.ò Godôs work in us causes 

us to shine with his Light, but we 

are perceived by a broken and 

corrupt people as we hold out the 

word of life. 

 

Fireproof offers a high impact 

opportunity to hold out the word of 

life. Its message of hope, 

reconciliation, diligence, and faith 

is the message desperate people 

need and want. As you invite them 

to attend with you, even if you 

typically donôt go to movies, you 

hold out the word of life to them. 

 

The final reason Iôll offer you for 

making the most of this movie is 

this, love demands we not leave 

people in their misery if we can 

help it. Consider very carefully 

what Paul writes in his first letter to 

the Corinthians: ñFor though I am 

free from all, I have made myself a 

servant to all, that I might win 

more of them. To the Jews I 

became as a Jew, in order to win 

Jews. To those under the law I 

became as one under the law 

(though not being myself under the 

law) that I might win those under 

the law. To those outside the law I 

became as one outside the law (not 

being outside the law of God but 

under the law of Christ) that I 

might win those outside the law. 

To the weak I became weak, that I 

might win the weak. I have 

become all things to all people, 

spheres, but to our lives as well. 

The bowling ball will lose speed 

and ultimately stop because of the 

external forces, like friction and 

gravity, acting on it. Hebrews 

reminds us that we also will cease 

to make forward progress in our 

relationship with Christ unless we 

take active steps to move forward. 

He writes in Hebrews 2:1, ñWe 

must pay much closer attention to 

what we have heard, lest we drift 

away from it.ò  

 

The easiest way to encourage 

relational ñdriftò is to do nothing. 

Paul describes the necessary 

antidote for drift in Philippians 

3:13-14. ñForgetting what lies 

behind and straining forward to 

what lies ahead, I press on toward 

the goal for the prize of the upward 

call of God in Christ Jesus.ò 

Fireproof illustrates the dangers of 

marital drift and the hard work 

necessary to move forward. The 

film inspires renewed commitment 

to Christ and forward motion in all 

our loving relationships.  

 

We could all use encouragement 

ourselves in these days of pressing 

demands and busy lives, but so 

could the people around us. The 

desperation of folks around us 

presents the third reason we need 

to make the most of this film 

showing. Not everyone whose life 

or marriage is falling apart will tell 

you. In fact, in my experience, 

almost no one will tell you until 

their situation reaches truly critical 

levels and often it is too late. 

 

Once again I turn to the words of 

Paul to the Philippians and remind 

us of our opportunity and 

responsibility as believers: ñDo 

that by all means I might save 

some. I do it all for the sake of the 

gospel, that I may share with 

them in its blessings.ò  

 

Fireproof is one means among 

many to reach people in our lives 

and community with the good 

news of Jesus, and we dare not 

dismiss it or ignore it if our call 

from God through the inspired 

word is to use ñall means.ò We 

need to take this principle 

seriously and stop making 

excuses to avoid reaching out to 

people for Christ by every means 

at our disposal. 

 

Give someone a ticket with the 

times and directions on it. Invite a 

couple or two to share a meal 

with you and attend the showing 

together. Make plans to meet at 

Cornerstone and sit together for 

pie afterward. Put up a poster, 

hand out a brochure, be bold and 

speak an invitation, whatever you 

do, please, please, for the sake of 

the gospel, for the sake of broken 

marriages and broken lives, for 

the sake of eternal destinies, make 

the most of this movie.

Have you ever thought: ñWitnessing to strangers is fine for 

extroverts, but what about the rest of usò? That is not an 

unusual thought for many people. Some of us think, If I were 

just more outgoing I could do it. I have some great news! Mike 

Bechtle, in his book, Evangelism for the Rest of Us says that 

ñThe problem isnôt with your personalityò but that you need to 

learn to ñwitness in ways that are compatible with who God 

created you to be.ò He says that your passion for sharing Christ 

will be revived as ñyou learn to work within your personality 

instead of against it.ò 

 

We donôt all feel comfortable walking up to complete strangers 

and starting general conversations, let alone conversations 

about Christ. Personally, I loved watching the Way of the 

Master witnessing series with Ray Comfort and Kirk Cameron. 

I gained a lot of valuable insights, strategies and practical ways 

to talk to people about their need of Christ. BUT the whole 

time I was watching, my stomach was in a big knot. I could 

never imagine myself going up to someone and asking, ñAre 

you a good person?ò It is the right question to ask to get a 

person to see why they need Christ, but doing it out of the blue 

probably isnôt going to happen for me. (I say probably because 

God can do anything!) However, I did ask that very question 

during a one-on-one conversation with an unbeliever and had 

no trouble. What is the basic personality difference between 

Kirk Cameron and me? He is an outgoing extrovert and I am 

not. Mike Bechtle goes on to say that ñ...not everyone views 

the world the same way. Since I think a certain way, I assume 

itôs correct. Since I feel that way, I assume everybody else does 

too. So if you feel differently, I assume thereôs something 

wrong with you.ò  

 

This is the often the way extroverts feel about introverts. They 

ñview introverts through an outgoing lens, assuming that life 

would be better for introverts if they could learn to be more 

outgoing.ò If you have a God-given introverted personality you 

have probably had someone say this or something similar to 

you. You may have heard it often enough that you begin to 

believe it and try to see the world through a lens you donôt have 

and often feel inferior; that something is wrong and needs to be 

fixed. So you spend your time trying to act like an extrovert 

and end up feeling frustrated. You ñwonder why being more 

outgoing seems so uncomfortable and why it never seems to 

get any easier.ò Just like wearing shoes that donôt fit is very 

uncomfortable, so is trying to live in a personality that is not 

your own. 

 

In the next Evangel I will be sharing some of the strengths of 

the extrovert and introvert personalities and how we can all feel 

comfortable sharing the Gospel of Christ. Now if you canôt 

wait until next month, please secure a copy of the book, 

Evangelism for the Rest of Us, by Mike Bechtle (Baker Books 

ISBN 9780801065903) It is an easy read and will encourage 

you greatly.
