First, there is mercy. Godo6és first offer to wu

Impoverished people need mercy. Weak and defeated people need mercy. We stand before God
insufficient to make the slightest case for our own defense, so completely without merit that at one
place in the Scriptures human righteousness is classified as filthy rags. Yet, the resurrection of
Jesus is an act of mercy not towards Christ but towards us. God gave his Son to pay the debt we
owed but could never pay. And that debt is paid in full. The payment is made on the cross, certified
by the resurrection and received by God when Jesus ascended into heaven. God in his mercy
makes a way for us to surrender our sin and gain new life.

Second, there is new birth. We have been born again. Look at the little babies around you.
They are full of untapped potential. Their life stories are not yet written , the blank pages awaiting the
ink of experience. To be born again is to have the resource pool of potential refilled after someone
has pulled the plug. We were dead in our trespasses and sin, but God made us alive, He caused us
to be born again. We did not cause ourselves to receive this blessing. God caused it.

Next, there is a living hope. It is a living hope because it is hope based in a living Savior. A

dead guy might have had great ideas while he was
Nothing he can do for you. A living Savior, however, retains the power to intervene, to assist, to help,
and to bring about the deliverance we need. Our hope is in One
/ who lives.

By sending Jesus to the cross and then raising him in

We continue to see real blessings in our ministry in Singapore. As in the past, some of the
information in this prayer letter has been duplicated from email updates. If you have already seen some of
this material, please forgive the repeat.

Faith is very busy in two ministries. One is called PIM which stands for Partners in Ministry. This is ¢
ministry for seminary wives, helping them to prepare for being a part of the ministry that they have been
called to perform with their husbands. Faith meets regularly with several wives whom she is personally
mentoring. In addition, she is actively involved with leading classes for the wives of the seminary. As an

A second ministry for Faith is a new one in Singapore. The seminary is attempting to develop a
mentoring program for Christian public school teachers. There is a reason the public school system in
Singapore is considered the best in the world. The teachers are under incredible pressure. They work
twelve hours a day by contract. In addition, they are expected to spend extra time on weekends and during
holidays performing other classroom functions. The pay is low and the emotional problems that come with
the pressure of making Singapore schools the best in the world are quite high. The result is a very high
drop out rate and many Christians give up before gaining an opportunity for ministry. East Asia School of
Theology (EAST) just had a seminar for Christian teachers. Sixty two were in attendance. Faith was one of
the organizers and a workshop leader. During the seminar, the teachers were asked if they would be open
to being mentored by an experienced school teacher from the seminary. Many responded positively. You
might be praying for this new ministry.

Chris is staying quite busy also. Because so many of the students have weak skills in English, all of
the notes must be typed for each class session. This means on top of teaching, he is busy typing all of his
notes for New Testament survey, Old Testament survey, Biblical Backgrounds, Hermeneutics, Homiletics,
and a class in Philippians that he is teaching this quarter. He is also receiving many requests to preach in
various churches and has been asked to serve as chaplain of the seminary.

The students at the seminary are amazing! One of the most remarkable things about these
seminary students is that almost all of them have been involved i#ifiodl ministry before coming to the
seminary. This means that what they will be doing after graduation involves every kind of ministry that can
be imagined. As an example, one couple has been serving for the last three years in a large country in Asi
a country where Christianity is illegal. However, what they have been doing is even more remarkable.
They were unable to enter a country that borders their large country. It is one of the most repressive
countries on earth (and quite regularly in the news). So, they have been moving along the border of this
repressive country from house to house, ministering to citizens of that country who come across the
border. If their own country knew what they were doing, they would be immediately imprisoned, with
much more dire consequences possible. Where do you suppose they are going when they finish thei
seminary training? Throughout the seminary, there are many stories like this one. These students have
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Asian professors of the seminary, who are fluent in the language of that country, will soon be making the firs
trips, teaching in clandestine locations. It is possible that at some time in 2010, we may be asked to go to th
country to teach an-term (a cram two week course).

Recently we had opportunity to hear a presentation from a missionary in this large country in Asia, a
Singaporean who has served there for over twenty years. He shared that the expectation is that there will b
over 730 million Christians in this country by the year 2018! When we asked if these figures were reliable

been ministering all over Asia and
the Middle East. EAST is even
sponsoring a  crossultural
internship, coming in the near
future, in Egypt, ministering to
Moslems in that country.

The seminary is now
beginning a new program. The
seminary is actively working with
Christians in a large country in
Asia, a country where Christianity
is illegal. A program is being
developed where students can
do part of the work toward a
YIadSNRa RS3INBS
country and part of it in
Singapore.
