The entire film chronicles his attempt to redeem himself in light of the guilt he bears in the deaths of
one person he dearly | oves, and several ot her s
himself, of his life, and eventually life itself. He donates a lobe of his liver, a lung, his beloved beach
house, his heart, his eyes, and finally his life. Each seemingly gracious and noble gift is, in fact, an
attempt to assuage a guilty conscience. Each gift is noble, but none is sufficient.

In the end, Smith dies in agony alone in the bathtub of a cheap motel. Someone will receive
his heart and his eyes after his death, but he will receive nothing. The character gives and gives and
gives, but in the end there is no redemption, no reconciliation, only death, and that with great pain. It

God exalted
Jesus to the throne of God. God honored and validated the life and death of Jesus. Jesus gains life
for us and glory for himself. He is the first among many brothers.

lives of others, but he gets nothing for himself, only death, death well deserved. The only true
redemption is redemption that benefits both the one redeemed and the Redeemer. True redemption
comes not through our own hands and effort, but through the God-accepted, successful sacrifice of
Jesus Christ on the cross.

So, we can trust Christ. We have redemption through him and have no need to try to get right
with God through our own efforts. We simply ac:
