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 Jesus said, “Go therefore and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father 
and of he Son and of the Holy Spirit, teaching them to observe all that I have commanded you” (Mat. 28:19-
20, ESV). Historically, the church has responded to this “Great Commission” in two primary ways. First, 
individual believers industriously labored in their local communities sharing the good news of Jesus with their 
words and their lives. They ministered to the physical and spiritual needs as God gave them occasion in their 
personal daily relationships. They lived as missionaries engaged in “local mission.” 
 Congregations of believers also took seriously the international and intercultural prompting of Jesus’ 
commandment to expand the gospel to the ends of the earth. Typically local congregations engaged in this 
“global mission” by recognizing and sending divinely called individuals to preach and teach outside the 
borders of their local community. Congregations participated indirectly in the larger mission through prayer 
and financial support of these global missionaries. 
 This strategy, though effective for generations, eventually revealed a weakness. There began to seep 
into the congregational consciousness a dualistic thought. There were “local missionaries,” and there were 
“global missionaries,” and unless a congregation of “local missionaries” could be on site in a foreign country, 
they had little hope of having any effective, direct, personal impact on global missions. The onset of 
communication technologies applied to local church ministry radically challenges this misconception. It is 
now possible for a local community church in, say, northeastern Minnesota, to have a direct impact in global 
missions! 
 Cornerstone now has the technology and the opportunity to LiveStream our worship services over the 
global internet. Using computer software and hardware, a video camera, and our new church website 
(www.cscchurch.com) we can now broadcast our services or other activities to anyone in the world who 
cares to see them. We will inaugurate this new global ministry on Sunday August 2 by broadcasting the 
Fisherman’s Picnic WATEFRFONT WORSHIP service live at 9:30 AM CST. We will also begin building an online 
video library that will allow website visitors to access the services and watch them not only at the time of 
broadcast, but at any time of their choosing. 
 Won’t you please pray for these new ministry outreaches, as Cornerstone steps out in faith to 
continue our history of obedience to Christ’s commission in both local and global mission. Pray that God will 
direct people to the website and the LiveSteam broadcasts. Pray that God will open His heart to the people 
he draws to these ministries and allow the power of the gospel to transform their lives as He is transforming 
our lives.
