Dear Friends and Loved Ones,

This update | want to share a simple story about one of our students. Her name is Linda (not her real
name). She is a student from Ch+n+. A couple of weeks ago, we began to notice that something was not right
with her. She seemed to be loosing a lot of weight and appeared to be somewhat confused. Faith and | began
to investigate what was happening to her. Since Asians will not share problems or shortcomings with others
(and they will never ask for money), the task was not easy. However, we were able to uncover the problem
through persistent investigation. We learned that Linda's total monthly income, from a church in her country,
is $500. She cannot work in Singapore due to her Visa requirements. Her rent for a small, very modest room
is $400. Her utilities are $60-70. She has no school expense as she has a 100% scholarship. However, her
total income for transportation and food is $30-40 per month (food is very expensive in Singapore-reasonably
her food expenses should be at least $200 per month). She had come to Singapore by faith to study for her
future ministry in her own country. To make ends meet, Linda was not eating!

We want you to know that this need for Linda has been met. We are NOT asking for anyone to support
her. It is a good that our students have to trust the Lord for their support. But what we want you to understand
is how our students sacrifice in order to be here.

Our great concern is that there are other Lindas out there that we do not know about. Please pray for
discernment as we continue to serve the Lord among some of the most faithful Christians we have ever
known.
