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     There are sermons and services to plan. Thereôs Palm Sunday and the Maundy 

Thursday communion service and then the CrossWalk and the Community Good 

Friday service. Then thereôs Resurrection Sunday morning and the final sermon 

of the Five Views of the Cross (From Five Who Were There) series to research 

and write.  

     There are ministries to plan. Groceries need to be purchased and bagged and 

distributed for the Salvation Army Easter Dinner on Us project. And then weôre 

having a Community Easter Dinner at Cornerstone. I have hams to cook for that. 

     Thereôs a lot of activity this week both to plan and participate in. There are so 

many ñirons in the fireò and ñloose ends to tie upò that I forgot to get the Evangel 

ready early. Iôm sitting here at my desk the night before this newsletter is going 

to be printed mentally kicking myself for not having this done already. 

     Iôve looked for an encouraging story about Easter to share with you. I 

checked out a Bible study that might have given you several ways to 

counter someoneôs declaration that the resurrection of Jesus never 

happened. But I donôt want to use those things. Today I just want to tell 

you why the resurrection of Jesus is so important to me. 

     There are incredible theological reasons, glorious biblical reasons, 

awesome ecclesiastical reasons why the resurrection of Jesus from the 

dead ought to cause any one of us to drop to our knees in awe and marvel 

at the grace of God who sent his Son to die for us, then raised him from 

the dead, validating everything Jesus said and did. We ought to be 

shouting such news from the mountaintops just because it is so mind-

boggling, spirit-stirring, heart-thumping wonderful. 

     But today, the resurrection of Jesus Christ means more to me than ever 

before because Lindaôs dystrophy is getting worse, because Ken and 

Frank and Paul are fighting cancer,  because some people whom I love dearly are 

experiencing their ñouter manò wasting away and I donôt like it very much . . . 

and I need a renewed hope and a faith-filled outlook. The resurrection of Jesus 

informs me that death and dead bodies are not forever, that there is glory beyond 

pain, that well-being springs eternal from the gracious hand and heart of God, 

that what he did for his Son, God will do for everyone who trusts in him. I can 

endure with hope, I can love with confidence, because I know ñThe Endò isnôt. 

Thatôs why I love the resurrection. Because  no matter what, sheôll be healed.
